Formula #1:
Mix one (1) teaspoon of alkali-free detergent with _ pint water.
 You do not need suds.  Apply solution directly to stain.  Do
not saturate!  Using a circular motion, sponge the stain with
a clean cloth beginning at the outside edge and working in
to keep from spreading the stain.  Blot up remaining moisture
with cloths.  Sponge the area with clean, lukewarm water.
Blot moisture to dry.

Formula #2:
Mix one (1) teaspoon of white vinegar with three (3) teaspoons
lukewarm water,  Apply solution directly to stain.  Do not
saturate!  Using a circular motion, sponge the stain with clean
cloths.  Allow to set for 15 minutes.  Follow the same finishing
procedures as for Formula #1.

SPOTS BEFORE YOUR EYES?
No matter how careful we are, things drop, spots appear,
stains happen.  The secret is to take immediate action to
remove those spots before your eyes. Carpet spills may
become permanent stains unless they are cleaned up quickly.
 Here are some tried and true methods that work.

• You are cautioned  not to use cleaners that
   contain bleach.
• Use dry cleaning fluid on greasy stains.
• The following two basic formulas remove most
   other stains.

Alcoholic Beverage,
Coffee, Tea, Soft Drink,
Eggs & Medicine

Blood

Chocolate, Candy,
Ice Cream, Milk

Butter, Cosmetics,
Foodstuffs, Grease
