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RECYCLING MAKES CENTS

Seattle spends $19 million each year to send more than 900
million pounds of garbage to an Oregon landfill. Collecting
and selling more than 160 million pounds of recyclables
saved $4.4 million in 2005.

Even with this recycling effort, nearly 60% of what is currently
found in dumpsters is recyclable. Taking a few more minutes
to sort and place in recyclable containers will increase savings
prevent raise in bills.

Yard and food waste that can be composted can be placed
in yard waste containers, because they cause methanol gas
when placed in landfills. Food soiled paper is also allowed
in yard waste containers. This includes pizza boxes, paper
take out cartons, shredded paper, milk cartons without spouts
or caps, and paper bags containing vegetative waste.

Remember lids are not recyclable, but the washed plastic
containers are. Glass is recycled separately. Cardboard boxes
are to be broken down and folded flat.
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Having separate containers or bags in your apartment for
recyclable items means handling the items only once and
will save time during your trips to the dumpster. Being a
responsible recycler not only keeps trash costs down, but
will help be kinder to our planet.
